What is a Community System?

All of us are part of the Community System. Community Systems are networks of diverse agencies and groups with

differing roles, relationships, and interactions whose activities combined contribute to the health and well-being of the

community.

e Resources: A community asset (or community
resource) is anything that can be used to improve the
guality of community life.

e Policy: Policies are the written or unwritten
guidelines that governments, organizations and
institutions, communities, or individuals use when
responding to issues and situations.

e Data Access/Capacity: A community with data
capacity is one where people can access and use data
to understand and improve health outcomes where
they live.
